
Associazione Pirati
Statutes

Article 1 - Name and goals
The "Pirati" Association - shortened as "Association" in this document - strives to facilitate 

and promote political, artistic, cultural, philosophical and other activities pursued by individuals and
associations that recognize as theirs the objectives and principles of the International Pirate 
Movement, using the pirati.io portal and any other tool deemed instrumental for reaching the 
Association's objectives, including participation to elections.

Article 2 - Legal seat and duration
The Association has unlimited duration and has its legal seat at the residence address of its pro

tempore legal representative.

Article 3 - Members
Anyone can become a member of the Association by submitting an application to the legal 

representative. The Members' Assembly is entitled to grant or reject the application.

Apart from physical persons, also legal entities can submit an application. In case it is 
accepted they will be represented in the Assembly by their legal representative.

Membership lasts for one year and it is silently renewed, unless a request for termination is sent to 
the legal representative.

Article 4 - Assembly
The Members' Assembly has the power to decide over any aspect of the Association's life with

a simple majority, except for Statutes' amendments and liquidation, that require a qualified majority 
of three quarters.

The Assembly can be convened by the legal representative, the treasurer or a third of the 
Members, with a minimum notice of seven days, and does not have a minimum quorum to be 
considered valid.

Article 5 - Legal representative and treasurer
The Members' Assembly elect also the legal representative and the treasurer, with a one-year 

mandate, except the first one that will last until 31/12/2021.

The legal representative represents the Association towards third parties and can sign 
contracts and obligations in name of the Association, with the Assembly's authorization.



The treasurer manages the Association's funds, pays the bills and prepares the budget and the 
financial statements.

Article 6 - Funds
The Association's funds are composed by the initial 300,00€ fund and by donations.

Article 7 - Liquidation
In case of liquidation, the remaining funds will be transferred to the European Pirate Party and

to Pirate Parties International.
